Dear Neighbors:
On March 13, 2007, the Century Farms Neighborhood Association will be having three meetings, one of which will be our Annual Meeting of the Members.  This meeting will be held at the Naperville Area Chamber of Commerce offices which are located at 55 South Main Street, Suite 351 in the Main Street Promenade building in Downtown Naperville.  We will be voting in our new board members on this day.
This packet contains our 2006 year end Annual Statement which shows a side by side comparison of our 2006 Budget and the actual funds spent in 2006. It also includes information regarding our upcoming meetings and election.
In order for the election to be held and our volunteers to be elected in as board members, we need at least 20% of the voting members to attend the meeting either in person or via their proxies  (See Exhibit B to Century Farms Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, Restrictions and Easements, 4.02).
Of the 253 households, each household is entitled to one vote. Therefore, we need at least 51 voters either in attendance or through valid proxies.  Although we expect to have many homeowners present, the required number of eligible voters may not be reached, so we ask those of you who do not expect to be in attendance at the meeting to do the following:

Please return your completed proxy form no later than:

March 12, 2007. 
Preferably by placing it in the proxy box located at 1608 Mohler Court.
With your proxy form, we are able to conduct the annual meeting 
and have the elections take place when a quorum is met.
To ensure we receive your proxy on time, we do not recommend that you send it through the mail since we may not get it in a timely fashion.  Alternatively, you can deliver it to any Board member, or you can stop by the meeting and drop it off or you can give it to someone you know that will be attending the meeting.  In the event that we do not receive enough proxies by March 12th, you may be visited by a member of the board asking you to sign your proxy.
Understanding the importance of returning your proxy form is essential, below is a review of the following three documents:

The Notice of Meeting, 
The Candidate Information and 
The Proxy/Ballot form.

The Notice of Meeting outlines the three separate meetings on Tuesday, March 13, 2007.  The reason for the three meetings results from the requirements of our Declaration and By-Laws.  
The first meeting is the last of the quarterly Regular Meetings of the Board of Directors and allows the current board to complete any old business.
The second is the Annual Meeting of the Members of CFNA, and as owners of homes in Century Farms, we are all members.  New Board Members Are Elected At This Meeting.
The third meeting is an Annual Meeting of the Board of Directors of CFNA which like the first two meetings is required by the Declaration and By-Laws.  The newly elected Board will conduct this meeting as well as having the officers designate which board positions they will hold.
The Candidate Information page is just that, it contains the statements of the candidates who are running for Board positions.  This year is a little different, however, while 2 (two) Board positions are becoming available, the Board will be voting at the first meeting whether to extend the number of directors on the board to 7 (seven).  This means that in all likelihood we will need to elect in 4 (four) directors.  Each position is for a two-year term.  
The Proxy Form has three sections.  You should complete and sign only one section.  You should read them carefully, and decide which option you would like to choose.  We can always email you extra Proxies/Ballots in case you misplace yours.  
Should the Board vote not to increase the size of the Board and since there are 4 (four) candidates running for the 2 (two) currently available positions, the Board respectfully requests that you complete the ballot portion of the proxy section in order to ensure your preferences are acknowledged.
Members are requested to complete one section of the Proxy Form.
It is necessary to include your signature and address. 
Otherwise the proxy will be deemed legally invalid and thus void.
Thank you for taking your time to review and complete these materials.  Moreover, thank you for your participation and cooperation in making Century Farms a remarkable community!
